NEW BUSINESS: DEED Program:  Mayor Johannsen stated that Department of Employment and Economic Development was creating a new program called Minnesota Job Creation Fund which will be taking over the Job Opportunity Business Zones (JOBZ) program, which expires in 2015.  The program is for businesses which create at least 10 new jobs and invest at least $500,000 in a new, expanded, or remodeled facility.  Mayor Johannsen stated that DEED will hold a workshop on the program in December.
